COMPREHENSIVE TOBACCO-FREE SCHOOL POLICY

Comprehensive, all-inclusive tobacco-free policies are the gold standard for schools. Working with schools to include e-cigarettes in
their tobacco-free school policies can have a positive impact on local and state tobacco control initiatives. This also provides an
opportunity for coalition building and fostering relationships with school districts.

This document outlines how to identify whether a district has a tobacco-free policy that includes e-cigarettes, offers resources to
educate on the need for a comprehensive policy, and suggests steps to recognize a district that has one.

Locate the school district’s tobacco-free policy. - Recognize the school at a coalition meeting
