WISCONSIN LOCAL MUH ASSESSMENT

Conducting a smoke-free multi-unit housing (MUH) assessment is crucial to determining where to focus our efforts and identifying local resources. Building upon your expertise, you will use this assessment tool to describe a geographic area, its community, its multi-unit housing landscape, and potential decision makers, stakeholders, and partners. Conducting the assessment also is a great primer, as it helps form the necessary knowledge base and strategies needed for such policy building. 
The information gathered during the assessment will help MJCs and Networks identify where to conduct SF MUH outreach in the future, and identify and prioritize decision makers, partners and agencies for outreach.
Choosing Jurisdictions

Jurisdiction for assessment purposes is a city, town, or village. Discuss with your Contract Administrator if a larger area can be assessed.

Multi-Unit Housing will be considered buildings with 4 or more units for high impact in Wisconsin.

· Criteria that should be taken into account in jurisdiction selection:

· Current partnerships and support

· Prevalence of multi-unit housing

· See housing spreadsheet provided by TPCP

· Public housing presence

· May involve some investigation before jurisdiction is chosen

· Focus on disparate populations

· For example low socioeconomic, mental health, or rural counties

Implementing the Assessment

1. Use the assessment survey in Microsoft Word format to complete 

2. Utilize the following resources during the implementation process

· MUH Talk the Talk – provides a 1) list of common housing terms and definitions that will appear on the assessment survey and 2) links to housing-related websites. 

· Housing and population data spreadsheet – each coalition received this information in 2012, contact your Contract Administrator if another copy is needed.
